APPEAL AGAINST THE ORDER DATED 20.05.20008 PASSED BY MR. PERVEZ KAUSAR, EXCISE & TAXATION OFFICER, MOTOR REGISTER AUTHORITY (NON TIE-UP) LAHORE WHEREBY HE DECLARED THE TRANSFER LETTER OF VEHICLE BEARING REGISTRATION NO. LOV-8806, IN FAVOUR OF APPELLANT AS ILLEGAL AND UNLAWFUL. 
Respectfully Sheweth:-

1. That the addresses and particulars of the parties given above are correct for the purposes of the services of notices and summons etc. 

2. That the concise facts giving rise to the filing of present appeal are that the appellant is running business as a showroom with the name and style of “Bright Motors” at First Round About Samanabad, Lahore. 

3. That respondent came to the appellant for sale of his vehicle Car bearing No. LOV-8806, Suzuki, the same was sold out by the appellant with the consent of respondent to Waqas Ahmed Son of Muhammad Rasheed for a consideration of Rs. 1,85,000/- and Waqas Ahmed paid Rs. 70,000/- in cash and due payment cheque of Rs. 1,15,000/- ABL dated 28.07.2008 was given to the respondent but the said cheque was dishonoured and respondent lodge a case FIR No. 531/08 under section 489-F PPC at police station Lytton Road, Lahore, against the appellant. 

4. That in the above case the parties were reached to an amicable compromise dated 22.11.2008 and settled that if the appellant paid the total remaining amount Rs. 1,15,000/- to the respondent, nothing were remained towards appellant and in the light of compromise the appellant paid the settled amount Rs. 1,15,000/- to the respondent in presence of marginal witnesses and the respondent recorded his statement before Mr. Ashter Abbas learned Additional Session Judge, Lahore that he received the whole amount from the appellant and nothing remained towards the appellant. It is pertinent to mention here that the respondent executed an affidavit in favour of appellant in which he stated that after receiving Rs. 1,15,000/- the parties never proceed any legal action against each other in respect of Vehicle No. LOV-8806. Copies of the respondent’s statement and affidavit are attached herewith for kind perusal of this Honourable Forum. 

5. That on 05.11.2008 the respondent filed an application before Excise & Taxation Officer Motor Register Authority, stated therein that he being an investor purchased the vehicle from M/s Bright Motors, Samanabad, Lahore by retaining its open letter issued by Nasir-ud-Din Qureshi to him and the vehicle placed a the showroom for the purpose of sale, but now it has come to respondent’s knowledge that someone else on the basis of forged and fabricated signatures and thumb impressions, has got transferred in his name, therefore, the same may kindly be cancelled. 
6. That on the application of the respondent Mr. Pervez Kausar Excise & Taxation Officer Motor Register Authority cancelled the transfer of the appellant vide his order dated 20.05.2009. 
7. That the impugned order dated 20.05.2009 is liable to be set aside inter alia on the following amongst other: 
G R O U N D S

(a) That the impugned order is against the law and facts of the case. 
(b) That the respondent filed the application on 05.11.2008 and afterwards entered into an amicable compromise with the appellant on 22.11.2008 through which he received the remaining whole amount of Rs. 1,15,000/- in presence of marginal witnesses and afterwards the respondent recorded his statement before Mr. Ashter Abbas learned Additional Session Judge, Lahore that he received the whole amount from the appellant and nothing remained towards the appellant. It is pertinent to mention here that the respondent executed an affidavit in favour of appellant in which he stated that after receiving Rs. 1,15,000/- the parties never proceed any legal action against each other in respect of Vehicle No. LOV-8806. 

(c) That the respondent is neither the owner of the vehicle nor has any right or authority to file the instant application, the respondent is a commission agent. 
(d) That the respondent malafidely managed to obtain the impugned order in his favour and on the other hand he recorded his statement before the learned court and concealed the facts. 
(e) That the respondent on the basis of impugned order get registered a FIR bearing No. 386/09 dated 21.07.2009 offence under sections 420/468/471 PPC at police station Samanabad, Lahore, against the present appellant and other, which is clear cut violation of the statement of the respondent. 
It is, therefore, most respectfully prayed that while accepting the instant appeal, the operation of the impugned order dated 20.05.2009 may kindly be declared as null and void and may kindly be suspended.

Any other relief which this Honourable Court deems fit may also be granted in the best interest of justice.
