Respectfully Sheweth:

1. That the addresses and particulars of the parties given above are correct for the purposes of the services of notices and summons etc. 

2. That the appellant was appointed as Constable bearing No.8478 in the Punjab Police and was performing his duties in Mobile Squad, Qurban Line, Lahore and was transferred to Police Station Iqbal Town vide DD Entry No.09 dated 22.02.2019. 
3. That the wife of the appellant was seriously ill and the appellant is the sole member in the family to lookafter his three minors children namely Shayan Asif aged about 6 years, Haroon Asif, aged about 4 years and Hareem Asif, aged about 2 years and the appellant joined the duty on 07.03.2019 and regularly and continuously attending his job till 23.03.2019 but incidentally on 24.03.2019 the maternal aunt of the appellant died who came to see the wife of the appellant when she was ill and died at the house of the appellant and the appellant was busy to took the dead body of deceased aunt at her native town and remained busy to attend the funeral ceremony of deceased was morally obligated on the appellant and due to this reason appellant could not informed the higher authorities. Absence of the petitioner was neither willful nor intentional but it has been only due to above mentioned circumstances. 
4. That the appellant is very interested in his job and has no other sources to pull on his family. 
5. That the impugned order dated 10.04.2019 passed by the respondent No. 1 is liable to be set aside inter alia amongst the following: 

G R O U N D S
(a) That the impugned order dated 10.04.2019 is against the law and facts of the case

(b) That the impugned order dated 10.04.2019 is based upon conjectures and surmises.

(c) That the impugned order dated 10.04.2019 is against the interest of justice, arbitrary and unwarranted by law and are liable to be set aside. 

(d) That the said impugned order dated 10.04.2019 is passed in hasty manner, the respondents not discussed the legal aspects and no cogent reason has been shown for removal of appellant from his services and the impugned order is liable to be set aside also on this ground. 

(e) That the impugned order is fraught certain legal infirmities and is not sustainable in the eyes of law. 

(f) That if the impugned order dated 10.04.2019 is not set aside, the appellant shall be highly prejudiced. 

It is, therefore, humbly prayed that the writ petition may kindly be accepted and the impugned order dated 10.04.2019 passed by the respondent No. 1 may kindly be set aside in the larger interest of justice.
