APPEAL UNDER SECTION 28 OF THE PUNJAB RENTED PREMISES ACT 2009 AGAINST ORDER DATED                  PASSED BY                    , SPECIAL JUDGE RENT LAHORE AND FOR SETTING ASIDE THE SAME. 

Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That the brief facts giving rise to file the present appeal are that the respondent filed ejectment petition against the appellants from house No. 112-a, Subedar Street, Malik Park, Bilal Gunj, Lahore, on the ground of default. 
2. That the appellants filed petition for leave to appeal on the ground that appellants are not the defaulters and paying the utility bills regularly and there is no dispute between the parties regarding the rent of rented premises nor of the payment of utility bills and the ejectment petition has been filed with malafide intention, ulterior motives, just to harass and blackmail the appellants. 
3. That the learned trial court vide an order dated 13.10.2014 rejected the application of the appellants for leave to defend and accepted the ejectment petition by directing the appellants to pay the arrears of rent @ Rs. 2,000/- per month since the month of March 2014 till handing over vacant possession of demised premises to the ejectment petitioner within two months from this order. Hence this appeal. 
4. That the impugned order dated 13.10.2014 is liable to be set aside inter alia on the following: 
G R O U N D S

(a) That the impugned order is not sustainable in law and is against the facts and law. 
(b) That the appellants put up an arguable case which required inquiry through evidence but the learned trial court has failed to notice. 
(c) That the learned trial court has lost his mind while deciding the ejectment petition and has did not consider that there is no default regarding the payment of monthly rent has been committed by the appellant. Hence the impugned order is liable to be set aside. 
(d) That the learned trial court while passing the impugned order itself has given the decision that the appellants have not committed any default before filing the ejectment petition. 
(e) That the ejectment petition has been accepted arbitrarily as there is a serious question involved in the case, hence the impugned order is liable to be set aside. 
(f) That the learned trial court has passed a harsh and cruel order. 

(g) That the learned trial court has misinterpreted the facts and have taken the wrong impression which is not supported by the record. 
(h) That the learned trial court has erred in law while not deciding the ejectment petition on merits but accepting the same on erroneous technical points. 

(i) That the appellants reserve their rights to raise additional grounds at the time of arguments. 
It is, therefore, respectfully prayed that the impugned order dated 13.10.2014 passed by Mr. Asad Ullah Khan Khattak, Special Judge Rent may kindly be set aside and the appeal may kindly be accepted by granting the appellants leave to defend and thus remand the case to the trial court to decide it on merits. 
Costs may also be awarded.
