APPEAL UNDER SECTION 4 OF PUNJAB SERVICE TRIBUNAL ACT 1974
Respectfully Sheweth:

1. That the appellant was awarded the punishment of reduction in Rank i.e. from head constable to constable by the respondent no.3 vide his order dated 11.06.2016 on the allegation mention therein Annexure ‘A’
2. That the appeal file by the appellant was dismissed by the Respondent No.2 vide his order dated 31.01.2017 Annexure ‘B’ 

3.  That there after the appellant submitted a revision petition to the Respondent No.1 which was partially accepted by him by converting the punishment of reduction in rank to reduction in pay by two stages vide his order dated 31-08-2017 the aforesaid order was delivered to the appellant Annexure ‘C’ by the office of the S.S.P/ traffic Gujranwala on 14.10.2017.
4. That the impugned order dated 31-08-2017 is illegal unlawful arbitrary harsh to the extent of conversion of punishment of reduction in pay by two stages and is liable to be set aside on the following amongst other. 

GROUNDS

A. That as per report of naib muharrior tanveer abass of traffic police Gujarat dated 26/05/2016 Annexure ‘D’ the appellant was deployed for duty at mangowala point. The place of duty shown in the orders i.e Gandam godam mangowala is not correct as such the appellant was not at fault in any way.
B. Those displeanry proceedings were not conducted according to prescribed rules and procedure. The order pass by the respondent no.3 shows that so called inquiry report was submitted on 09.06.2016 i.e two days before the passing the punishment order dated 11.06.2016 copy of the inquiry report must have been supplied to the appellant before providing him chance of the personal hearing as laid down by the Honorable Supreme Court of Pakistan in various judgments. 
C. That the appellant repeatedly stated before the punishing authority, appellate authority and revisional authority that he  was not deployed for duty on the 
point mentioned in the allegation but his submissions were not given due  consideration.
D.  That the punishment awarded to the appellant is too harsh which does not commensurate  with the gravity of the charge 
PRAYER

  In view of the above, it is prayed that by accepting the instant appeal the impugned order dated 31-08-2017 to the extent of conversion of punishment into reduction in pay by too stages may kindly be set aside.
Any other relief deemed fit and appropriate may also kindly be granted.
