Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That the above titled case was fixed for producing by plaintiffs’ documentary evidence on 06.06.2012. The learned counsel for plaintiffs produced in his statement documents Nikah Nama Ex.P3, Birth Certificates Ex.P4 & P5, a letter allegedly written by petitioner / defendant Ex.P6, School Certificate of minors Ex.P7 and their fee cards Ex.P8 & P9 and closed evidence of plaintiffs. 
2. That statement of learned counsel of plaintiffs was recorded in absence of petitioner’s counsels as he was not present before the Honourable Court at that time, therefore, he could not raise objections about the exhibition of private documents produced by learned counsel in his statement which is without oath. 
3. That letter Ex.P6 allegedly written by petitioner / defendant to plaintiff No. 1 dated 25.08.09 is a private document which could only be proved through its author. This letter was not put to its alleged author / petitioner in his cross-examination on 15.05.2010 about its admission or denial whereas the petitioner has categorically denied in his cross-examination of writing any threatening letter to plaintiff No. 1, therefore, its exhibition as Ex.P-6 in the statement of learned counsel is illegal and it must be de-exhibited. 
4. That similarly a school certificate dated 02.02.2012 Ex.P-7 and the fee cards of the minors Ex.P8 & P9 are private documents. But their authors have not been produced as witnesses in the court. Moreover, no schedule of witnesses and reliance of these documents was filed by plaintiffs alongwith the plaint as provided in section 7 of Family Courts Act. The petitioner has been deprived to cross-examine them for proving their authenticity, therefore, these documents be also de-exhibited. 
5. That petitioner could not raise objection about their exhibition as his counsel was not present at the time of recording the statement plaintiff’s counsel. 

6. That petitioner will be highly prejudiced and suffer a lot if these documents are not de-exhibited. 
Under the circumstances, it is respectfully prayed that application may very kindly be accepted and documents Ex.P6 to Ex.P9 be de-exhibited.
