SINCE NATIONALIZATION THE PROPERTY IN QUESTION IS BOUNDED AS EAST STREET, WEST, HOUSE OF MIAN MUHAMMAD ASLAM, NORTH STREET/BAZAR, SOUTH HOUSE OF MIRZA AZAM COMPENSATION BE AWARDED @ RS. 5,000/- PER MONTH FROM THE DATE OF NATIONALIZATION. 
Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1-A.
That the respondent No. 5 Mst. Surriya was died and his legal heirs respondents No. 5(a) to 5(d) are impleaded with the order of this Honourable Court. 

1-B.
That respondents No. 4 & 5 have been impleaded as respondents through order dated 04.06.2008 of this Honourable Court. 
1. That the petitioner, her brother and sister are owners of the aforesaid property wherein a School in the name of Govt. Pak National Model Middle School is running which was nationalized in the year, 1972 and the Government of the Punjab Requisitioned the said property i.e. Ground Floor and First Floor consisting of 10 rooms annexed with allied facilities i.e. Electricity and Water supply etc. 
2. That the petitioner was awarded a compensation in the shape of rent of Rs. 700/- per month which was paid since 30.04.2001 and thereafter stopped without any cogent reason. 
3. That the petitioner made construction / renovated the property at the cost of Rs. 1,50,000/- from her own pocket and presently the out-look of the building is good. The monthly electricity bill, water charges and taxes of the said property are being paid by the petitioner without. 
4. That the land in question is situated in Mozang and value of the property in the year 1971 was Rs. 50,000/- to Rs. 60,000/- per Marla and cost of the construction in the year, 1971 was Rs. 60/- to Rs. 70/- per sq.ft. as the material was put in the construction was at high cost, therefore, a compensation @ Rs. 5000/- per month with effect from 1972 is fair.
