4. That, the illegal actions of Respondent is Clear indication of contempt of this Hon’ble court, as no action by respondent is against the orders of court and could results in serious contradiction between department and court.

5. That the respondent has deliberately and willfully violated the orders of the court of law and he is liable to be prosecuted and punished under Contempt of Court Act.

iv. To direct the respondent to return the record to the petitoner in best interest of justice and fair play.

v. Any other appropriate relief for which the petitioners are entitled may also graciously be allowed to the petitioners
