EJECTMENT PETITION UNDER SECTION 15 OF THE PUNJAB RENTED PREMISES ACT 2009, PRAYING FOR THE EJECTMENT OF THE RESPONDENT. 


Respectfully Sheweth:- 


1. That the petitioner is owner and landlord of Shop No. 80-A, situated at Nazimabad, Shadbagh, Tajpura, Lahore, and respondent is tenant under him in the said shop, at a monthly rent of Rs. 10,500/- (Rupees Ten Thousand Five Hundred only), through oral agreement and the tenancy was started from February 2012.
2. That the brief facts leading to file the present petition are that the petitioner being landlord rented out a Shop No. 80-A, (Tandoor) situated at Nazimabad, Shadbagh, Tajpura, Lahore, to the respondent @ Rs.10,500/- per month against the security amount of Rs.15,000/- and it was orally decided between the parties that all the utility bills (gas and electricity) will be responsibility of respondent and he will pay regularly bills without default. 
3. That it is pertinent to mention here that respondent running business of Tandoor namely “Malik Nan Shop” in said premises since 2012 and it was orally decided between the parties that the respondent vacate the rented premises till January 2017. 
4. That the respondent in the month of February 2017 got stopped the payment of monthly rent to the petitioner. Hence the petitioner requested to respondent / tenant to vacate the rented premises as the same is bonafidely required his personal use and time period of tenancy is also complete but he delayed the same for his ulterior motives and later on refused. 
5. That the respondent is defaulter of rent since February 2017 and it is pertinent to mention here that the respondent did not paid the sui gas bill amounting Rs. 22,970/- in month of April 2017, which was also paid by the petitioner due to avoid the disconnection of sui gas meter in premises and the petitioner is remained requesting the respondent to pay the default amount Rs. 42,000/- and gas bill of Rs.22,970/- and vacate the rented premises, but he lingered on the matter for ulterior motives. 
6. That it is also pertinent to mention here that in the month of May 2017 it came into knowledge of petitioner that the respondent file a suit for permanent injunction against the petitioner after knowing this, on date of hearing petitioner got record his statement before the learned Judge the petitioner did not dispossess the respondent illegally and unlawfully and he has right to legally dispossess the respondent from said shop (Tandoor) through court. Copy of said suit is attached with this petition for kind perusal of the court. 
7. That the property / shop under tenancy of the respondent which has been shown in colour red in the attached plan, is bounded as follows:

8. That the petitioner seeks the eviction of the respondent from the rented premises inter alia on the following: 
G R O U N D S
(a) That the respondent has not paid or tendered the rent of the Shop to the petitioner with effect from February 2017 to uptill now i.e. May 2017, Rs. 10,500/- the arrears of which comes to Rs. 42,500 and also stop to pay gas bill amounting Rs. 22,970/- in month of April thus the respondent being willful defaulter in payment of rent and gas bill, is liable to be ejected from the Shop under his tenancy. 
(b) That the petitioner required the rented premises in good faith. The petitioner asked the respondent to vacate the rented premises for personal use and occupation of the petitioner but the respondent refused to vacate the rented premises. 
(c) That the respondent has violated and infringed the terms and conditions of the tenancy, therefore, he is liable to be ejected. 
(d) That the shop was given on rent through oral agreement for the period of eleven (11) months and the period of tenancy has expired. 

9. That the cause of action accrued in favour of the petitioner and against the respondent when the respondent defaulted in the payment of monthly rent i.e. Rs. 42,500/- and gas bill Rs. 22,970/- finally when the respondent flatly refused to vacate the Shop in question and to pay the arrears of rent and sui gas bill, which is still continuing. 
10. That the parties reside at Lahore, suit property is situated at Lahore and the cause of action has accrued at Lahore, therefore, this Honourable Court has the jurisdiction to try and adjudicate upon this petition. 
11. That the requisite court fee of Rs. 15/- has been affixed on the petition. 

Under the circumstances it is most respectfully prayed that the petition in hand may kindly be accepted and an order of ejectment may very graciously be passed in favour of the petitioner and against the respondent on the grounds mentioned in the petition and he be ordered and directed to vacate the shop in question (tandoor) Malik Nan Shop, subject matter of this petition, shown in colour red in the plan attached and to handover its vacant possession to the petitioner and the respondent be ordered to pay the arrears of rent which is Rs. 42,500/- and sui gas bill Rs. 22,970/-.
Costs of the petition be also awarded in favour of the petitioner and against the respondent.
