Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That the petitioner Khizar Hayat Khan is General Attorney of owner Muhammad Younas, appointed through deed of General Power of Attorney duly registered in the office of Sub-Registrar concern. The general power of attorney is still intact and he is fully competent to file the instant petition. Copy of General Power of Attorney is attached herewith for kind perusal of this Honourable Court. 

2. That the address of the parties given in the title of this petition are correct and sufficient for the purpose of summons and affecting the services through the process of this Honourable Court. 
3. That the respondents are tenants under the petitioner in respect of a shop measuring 9' x 30' bearing Khasra No.825/449/6/1, situated in Main Bazar Nishat Bazar, Nishat Colony, in the residing place of Mouza Keer Khurd, Tehsil Cantt, District Lahore. Shop in question is shown in red colour in attached site plan. 

4. That the petitioner rented out the shop being general attorney through written rent agreement dated 23.02.2018 and tenancy period start from 23.02.2018 and the said agreement was registered at the police station South Cantt. Copy of the agreement and police record is attached herewith. 

5. That the rate was fixed at Rs.27,000/- per month payable in advance by 5th of each calendar month against receipt. Written tenancy was started on 23.02.2018 as such the rate of rent from 23.02.2018 is fixed at Rs.27,000/- per month. Terms and conditions of agreement dated 23.02.2018 are alive. 
6. That the respondents paid rent to the petitioner till March, 2018 and then after stopped payment of rent from April, 2018 and committed default which is detail as under:-

The respondents have become willful defaulters. 

7. That the respondents were requested by the petitioner time in again to pay the arrears as well as monthly rent and to vacate the shop in question for bonafide personal need but the respondents are avoiding the matter on one or other pretext. Hence this petition.

That the cause of action accrued in favour of the petitioner against respondents, firstly, in April, 2018 when he stopped payment of rent without any reason and justification it continued and lastly accrued in the month of August 2018 when the respondents flatly refused to accede genuine demand of the petitioner. 

9. That the property situated at Walton Lahore Cantt, cause of action also accrued at Walton Lahore Cantt, hence this Honourable Court has got jurisdiction to adjudicate upon the matter. 
10. That the requisite court fee has been fixed on the petitioners.
