7. That in July 2018 the petitioner came to respondent’s house and surprised to see that the respondent is doing intercourse (zina) with some other lady and on seen the petitioner, the respondent manage to ran away the said lady. 

8. That due to the conduct of the respondent and his family, the petitioner has created a great hatred towards the respondent and now she has come to the conclusion that the petitioner cannot live or even think about living along with the respondent under the same roof. 
9. That the cause of action arisen in favour of the petitioner and against the respondent in July 2018 when the petitioner caught the respondent on the spot when he was busy in Zina and the cause of action is still recurring. 
10. That the cause of action has arisen at Lahore, petitioner is the resident of Lahore, therefore, this Honourable Court has got jurisdiction to adjudicate upon the matter. 
11. That the requisite court fee has been affixed on the plaint.
