REVIEW PETITION UNDER SECTION 114 CPC READ WITH ORDER 47 RULE 1 & 2 CPC AND SECTION 151 CPC ON BEHALF OF THE PETITIONERS / APPELLANTS AGAINST JUDGMENT / ORDER DECREE DATED 09.12.2013 PASSED BY THIS HONOURABLE COURT. 

Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That the petitioners / appellants had filed an appeal against the order / judgment and decree dated 08.06.2012 passed by Mr. Sharafat Ali Nasir, learned Civil Judge, Ist Class, Lahore on 07.07.2012 in the court of learned District Judge Lahore, which ultimately transferred to this Honourable Court and decided on 09.12.2013. 

2. That judgment / order dated 09.12.2013 is liable to be reviewed on the following: 
G R O U N D S

(a) That admittedly Ahmed Khan Son of Ameer Khan and three others had filed suit against Habib Khan Son of Ameer Khan regarding suit property vide judgment and decree dated 24.04.1991 passed by the court of Mr. Khalid Nawaz learned Civil Judge, First Class, Lahore, finalized on 07.12.1991.
(b) That by the above mentioned admitted fact it is fully proved that the judgment and decree dated 07.12.1991 attained finality and there was no appeal against the said judgment and decree uptill more than 20 years. Here it is pertinent to mention that petitioners were not parties tin the suit decided by the court of Ch. Ghulam Mustafa Civil Judge, Lahore. 
(c) That above mentioned judgment and decree was in the knowledge of both the parties. So the limitation period of suit property against filing of further proceedings started w.e.f. 07.12.1991 and not from 29.11.2010. They just to deprive the petitioners from their purchased valuable property had filed the application under section 12(2) CPC with the connivance of each other. It is also admitted fact that Family settlement regarding the suit property had also been executed between the same parties. 
(d) That the alleged application under section 12(2) CPC titled as “Bashir Khan Son of Ameer Khan VS Ahmed Khan and others” was filed against judgment and decree dated 20.09.1991 finalized on 07.12.1991 was filed in the court of Mr. Ghulam Mustafa Ch. Learned Civil Judge, First Class, Lahore, after passing of more than 20 years, which was hopelessly barred by time. Here it is pertinent to mention that here in this case date of knowledge cannot be counted, because whole facts of previous proceedings were in the knowledge of both parties. 
(e) That under above mentioned real facts and legal position, the appeal filed by the petitioners is liable to be accepted. This Honourable Court has not calculated the period between final judgment and decree dated 07.12.1991 upto filing of the application under section 12(2) CPC. 
(f) That the petitioners / appellants are bonafide purchaser of small portion of suit property. They cannot be penalized against any act of the seller, who under the law had the power to sell the same. There is not any fault of the petitioners / appellants in any way, than why they have penalized so, after paying such a huge amount. Application under section 12(2) CPC filed previously against order of Civil Judge dated 07.12.1991 was not maintainable in any way. 
(g) That if the judgment / decree dated 09.12.2013 has not been reviewed, the petitioners / appellants would have to suffer irreparable loss and injury. Also it is in the interest of justice to review the judgment / order and decree dated 09.12.2013 due to involvement of legal point. Application u/s 12(2) CPC was decided by Ghulam Mustafa Ch. Civil Judge was ex-parte decree. The petitioner has also filed application u/s 12(2) CPC against impugned decree which is still pending, and the trial court has suspended the operation of impugned judgment and decree dated 29.11.2010.
It is, therefore, respectfully prayed that the judgment / order and decree dated 09.12.2013 may kindly be reviewed.
