Respectfully Sheweth:-

1. That the addresses of the parties are correct for the purposes of service to be issued by this Honourable Court. 
2. That the plaintiff got on rent House No. 679, situated in Gulshan-e-Ravi Lahore from Yasmin Akhtar one year ago. 
3. That plaintiff is a consumer of defendants through meter installed under Reference No. 15 11112104 5000-U and old account No. 15 111210450004 registered in the name of Yasmeen Akhtar landlord. It is pertinent to mention here that according to the terms and conditions of rent agreement the plaintiff has been paying the electricity bill according to his consumption to the defendants and there is no default at the part of plaintiff. 
4. That in the month of August all the family of the plaintiff caught by Dengue fever and plaintiff shifted to his elder brother’s house. The plaintiff’s house remained closed due to non-presence of the plaintiff and his family in the above said house. It is important to mention here that due to busy in treatment of his family and financial problems the plaintiff could not pay the bills of the months of August and September 2011. 
5. That in the month of October when the plaintiff returned back to his house with his family he received electricity bill issued by the defendant of Rs. 27,531/- including the false amount of Rs.26,593/- as arrears instead of the actual arrears amount of Rs. 4,259/-. 
6. That it is cleared from the perusal of previous record that no arrears amount of Rs. 26,593/- was due against the bill and the bill sent by the defendants is illegal, void having no value in the eyes of law. 
7. That the plaintiff many a times requested the defendants to withdraw the illegal and false bill and issue correct bill to the plaintiff according to the consumption and reading of the meter but they have yesterday flatly refused to accept the request of the plaintiff and threatened that if the plaintiff did not paid the full bill they will disconnect the electricity supply, hence this suit. 
8. That cause of action arose in favour of plaintiff and against the defendants firstly on 28.10.2011 when the defendants issued false void and illegal bill of Rs. 27,531/-, secondly and lastly yesterday when they refused to withdraw the false and illegal bill and refused to issue a true and correct bill and also threatened to disconnect the electricity supply of the plaintiff. 
9. That plaintiff is resident of Lahore, defendants have their principle offices at Lahore, cause of action has also arisen at Lahore, suit property is also situated at Lahore, so the civil court at Lahore has got jurisdiction to try and adjudicate the matter. 

10. That value of the suit for the purposes of jurisdiction and court fe is fixed Rs. 2,000/- over which no court fee is required to be affixed. 

P R A Y E R

Under these circumstances, it is most respectfully prayed that a declaratory decree may kindly be passed in favour of the plaintiff declaring that the bill of Rs. 27,531/- issued by the defendants is illegal and void having no value in the eyes of law. 
A decree for permanent injunction may kindly be passed in favour of the plaintiff and against the defendants, restraining the defendants from disconnecting the electricity supply of the premises of the plaintiff in any manner whatsoever and also restrained from issuing false and illegal bills to the plaintiff. 
Any other relief which this Honourable Court deems fit may also be awarded to the plaintiff. So suit be decreed with costs.
