SUIT FOR DECLARATION AND CANCELLATION OF AGREEMENT TO SELL DATED ___________ ALONGWITH PERMANENT INJUNCTION AND MANDATORY INJUNCTION. 

Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That father of plaintiffs, defendants No. 2 to 4 and husband of defendant No. 5 Allah Ditta Bhatti at the time of his death was owner of a 10-Marlas 70-Sqft, Plot No. 293, situated at Mehran Block, Allama Iqbal Town, Lahore, in which the plaintiffs, defendants No. 2 to 5 being his legal heirs are entitled to inherit and get it transferred in theirs names according to their shares. 
2. That some times back the defendants No. 2 to 5 filed a suit against the fraudulent acts of one Sajjid Mehmood who with league of LDA officials intended to get transfer the plot in his name and in these circumstances the defendants No. 2 to 5 got signatures and thumb impressions of plaintiffs on blank stamp paper posing to get it transferred after decision in the names of plaintiffs and defendants No. 2 to 5 with office of defendant No. 6 but subsequently the defendants No. 2 to 5 instead of getting it transferred in the names of plaintiffs prepared a fake, forged without any consideration with bad intention, ulterior motives without getting permission from the plaintiffs in a fraudulent way executed an agreement to sell in favour of defendant No. 1 getting undue benefit of signatures and thumb impressions of plaintiffs. 
3. That defendants No. 2 to 5 always kept it in dark the above said illegal and fraudulent agreement to sell in favour of defendant No. 1 on behalf of the plaintiffs and the defendants never gave any information to the plaintiff above said agreement to sell, such the plaintiffs are not bound to comply the same. Moreover, it’s pertinent to mention that uptill now the property in dispute has also not been transferred in the names of legal heirs of deceased Allah Ditta, so no one of his legal heirs is competent to sell the same to anybody so the agreement to sell in dispute is nullity in the eyes of law. 
4. That two days back the defendant No. 1 came to the plaintiffs and showing the disputed agreement to sell asked the plaintiffs to execute sale deed in his favour otherwise the defendant will occupy the plot forcibly and illegally and on getting information about illegal and fraudulent acts of defendants the plaintiffs were strongly astonished. 
5. That plaintiffs after getting information of above said illegal and fraudulent acts of defendants No. 1 to 5 requested them to cancel the agreement in dispute and also refrain from their illegal acts but they took no notice of it and yesterday have flatly refused to accept the request of the plaintiffs, moreover, it has revealed that defendants No. 1 to 5 are also trying to get it transferred in the name of defendant No. 1 in the record of LDA due to which it has been impleaded in array of defendants as defendant No. 6. 
6. That cause of action arose in favour of plaintiffs firstly when the defendants with connivance to each other prepared the disputed agreement to sell secondly two days ago when it came in the knowledge of plaintiffs and lastly yesterday when the defendants refused and same is continuing. 
7. That both the parties are resident of Lahore, cause of action also arose at Lahore, so this court has jurisdiction to try and decide this suit. 
8. That value of the suit for the purposes of jurisdiction is fixed Rs. 25,00,000/- over which court fee of Rs. 15,000/- is required to be affixed on the plaint but due to non-availability the suit is filed without court fee, however, as and when it is available it would be affixed on the plaint. 
P R A Y E R

It is, therefore, respectfully prayed that a declaratory decree may kindly be passed in favour of the plaintiffs and against the defendants declaring that agreement to sell dated 12.11.2013 is a fake and forged document, nullity in the eyes of law and the same has no effect on the rights of the plaintiff and liable to be cancelled. 

It is further prayed that defendant may kindly be permanently restrained to sell or alienate the same to anyone else and through mandatory decree the defendant No. 6 may be directed to restrain from transferring the suit property to anybody till the decision of this suit. 

Suit be decreed with costs.
