SUIT FOR DECLARATION 
Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That the addresses of the parties are correct for the purpose of notices and summons and the plaintiff is residing on the above given address. 

2. That the plaintiff served the Pakistan Army for about twenty six (26) years and retired from there in 2009. The National Identity Card issued by NADRA bearing No. 33105-0363127-1 and the plaintiff was awarded number by the Pakistan Army as its Employee 6326077 Rank Hawaldar, in the name of Abdul Majeed Son of Faqir Muhammad and the plaintiff is drawing the pension from the account of Pakistan Army in name of Abdul Majeed Son of Faqir Muhammad since his retirement. Copies of CNIC and Pension Book are attached herewith for kind perusal of this Honourable Court. 

3. That at the time of retirement a Plot measuring 5-Marlas bearing No. 472, Block B, Phase-9, DHA Lahore Cantt, was allotted in reward of his services by the Pakistan Army but due to spelling mistake in the Allotment Letter the plaintiff’s name was written as “Abdul Majid” instead of “Abdul Majeed”. 
4. That the correct name of the plaintiff is Abdul Majeed son of Faqir Muhammad which is very much clear from his CNIC and Pension Book. 

5. That the plaintiff approached the defendant No. 2 and requested it to correct his name in the allotment letter and other relevant record but the defendant No. 2 flatly refused to correct the same and demanded a declaratory decree in this regard, hence this suit. 
6.  That the act of the defendant No. 2 is malafide, illegal, unlawful and is the result of misfenace of the defendant No. 2 and the learned court has ample power to give the relief to the plaintiff and protect the right and title of the plaintiff. 

7. That it is in the interest of justice and for correction of the record of allotment letter existing in DHA record that the correct name spell of the plaintiff is Abdul Majeed and not Abdul Majid and if this correction is not made, the plaintiff will suffer an irreparable loss and injury.
8. That the plaintiff has no other remedy except to file the present suit for the correction of clerical mistake of his name in the allotment letter and other relevant record maintained by DHA. 
9. That the cause of action accrued in favour of the plaintiff against the defendants about two months ago when the plaintiff come to know about the wrong entry of his name in the record of DHA / defendant No. 2 and secondly on the refusal of the defendant No. 2 and demanded the decree of the competent civil court and is still accruing. 
10. That the cause of action accrued at Lahore, defendant No. 2 having its office at Lahore, property is also situated in Lahore, so the leaned court has jurisdiction to adjudicate upon the matter. 
11. That the value of the suit for the purposes of court fee and jurisdiction is fixed at Rs. 200/- which is exempted from the levy of court fee. 
P R A Y E R
It is, therefore, most respectfully prayed that a decree for declaration may very kindly be passed in favour of the plaintiff against the defendants, declaring the correct name of plaintiff is Abdul Majeed instead of Abdul Majid and the act of the defendant to not correct the name of the plaintiff in its record is illegal, unlawful, void and without any legal justification.
It is further prayed that as a mandatory injunction direction very kindly be given to defendant No. 2 to correct the relevant record and issued fresh allotment letter to the plaintiff with name Abdul Majeed. 

Any other relief which this Honourable Court deems fit may also be awarded.
