SUIT FOR DECLARATION 
AND PERMANENT INJUNCTION
Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That the brief facts necessitating filing of the present suit are that an indemnity bond was executed between the parties wherein plaintiff and defendant took certain responsibilities and plaintiff issued Cheque No. 4356291, MCB Bank Ltd, dated 10.08.2011 in the sum of Rs. 2,00,000/- and Cheque No. 4356292, MCB Bank Ltd, dated 04.09.2011 in the sum of Rs. 4,00,000/- and these cheques were issued conditionally in the light of indemnity bond and defendant took the responsibility to return the original sale deed to the plaintiff and then cheques are to be encashed and ex-agreement to sell was cancelled with consent of both the parties. Copy of the indemnity bond is attached herewith alongwith photocopy of cheque. 
2. That the defendant was time and again requested in person as well as through respectables to deliver the original sale deed to the plaintiff and then to present the cheque on stipulated date before the bank for encashment but the defendant willfully, intentionally dishonestly has not delivered the original sale deed till today to the plaintiff and put off the matter on one or other pretext. 
3. That the cheques mentioned above were issued conditionally and unless and until the terms of the agreement were not fulfilled by the defendant, he is not entitled to receive the amount of cheques from the bank. It is pertinent to mention here that the defendant dishonestly with malafide intention and ulterior motives is not delivering the original sale deed to the plaintiff and intense to get encashment of the cheques without returning the original sale deed to the plaintiff. 
4. That now the defendant wants to encash the said cheques illegally and unlawfully and also wants to lodge criminal cases against the plaintiff without any legal justification. The defendant as stated in the above said para with malafide intention and ulterior motives is not returned the original sale deed just to pass the time and to present the cheques on the stipulated date before the bank and after dishonour should involve the plaintiff in criminal case. The act of the defendant is against the spirit of natural justice as well as contradictory to the contents of the indemnity bond executed between the parties. 
5. That if the defendant is not restrained from the above illegal acts and deeds and from encashing the said cheques without returning the original sale deed to the plaintiff, the plaintiff will suffer an irreparable loss and injury. The plaintiff has filed the suit in order to protect his right. 

6. That cause of action accrued in favour of the plaintiff against the defendant when the defendant failed to comply with the contents of indemnity bond and not returned the original sale deed to the plaintiff and the cause of action is still continuing. 
7. That cause of action accrued at Lahore, plaintiff is residing at Lahore, therefore, Civil Courts at Lahore have got the jurisdiction to adjudicate upon the matter. 

8. That value of the suit for the purposes of court fee and jurisdiction is affixed. 

P R A Y E R  

It is, therefore, most respectfully prayed that the suit may kindly be decreed in favour of the plaintiff and against the defendant, with costs, to the effects that (1) Cheque No. 4356291, MCB Bank Ltd, dated 10.08.2011 in the sum of Rs. 2,00,000/- and (2) Cheque No. 4356294, MCB Bank Ltd, dated 04.09.2011 in the sum of Rs. 4,00,000/- may kindly be declared as null, void and inoperative and be cancelled because the defendant failed to fulfill the contents of indemnity bond against whom the said cheques were issued. 
It is further prayed that the defendant may kindly be permanently restrained from using the above said cheques in dispute against the plaintiff by encashing the same in any manner whatsoever. 

It is further prayed that the defendant may kindly be ordered to return the original documents / cheques in dispute to the plaintiff and not to take any coercive measures on the basis of above cheques. 
Any other relief which this Honourable Court may deems fit may also be granted.
