SUIT FOR DECLARATION AND MANDATORY INJUNCTION WITH CONSEQUENTIAL RELIEF.

Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That the plaintiff purchased a Plot No. 326-K-2, in Phase-I, measuring 10-Marlas in the name of plaintiff and his wife namely Humera Bashir, who was a house wife, in Wapda Employees Cooperative Housing Society Ltd, Wapda Town Lahore, and thereafter the plaintiff constructed a dwelling house over the said plot and now the plaintiff is residing in the above said house for the last about 8 years. Photostate copy of the possession letter of plot is attached. 
2. That the wife of the plaintiff namely Humera Bashir died on 08.11.2008 and was buried in grave yard of Wapda Town Housing Society in Grave No. 523, photostate copies of death certificate from union council Ali Raza Abad and photo state copy of Wapda Employees Cooperative Housing Society Ltd. Wapda Town Lahore, are being attached. 
3. That at the time of application form of associate membership of plot in question, was purchased in the name of the plaintiff and his wife Mst. Humera Bashir, and in the column of nomination which is at serial No. 10 of membership form. It is clearly mentioned that transfer of plot will be made to the either of survival in case of demise incident. Photostate copy in this connection is appended. 
4. That after the death of the wife of the plaintiff a legal notice was served upon the defendant on 16.04.2008 through his attorney requesting therein that after the death of deceased wife of the plaintiff, the plaintiff has become a sole owner of the said plot, but the defendant did not bother to respond the legal notice even after the expiry of stipulated time mentioned in the legal notice. Copy of the same is attached. 
5. That the plaintiff went to the office of the defendant on 08.05.2009 to have the information as to whether the legal notice of plaintiff’s attorney has been received or not, from where it revealed that the same has been received in the office of the defendant. The plaintiff requested the defendant to enter the name of the plaintiff in his record as sole owner, but he flatly refused and suggested to obtain a civil decree from the court of competent jurisdiction, hence the instant suit. 
6. That until and unless the name of the plaintiff is entered in the record of Wapda Employees Co-operative Housing Society, the plaintiff will not be considered as the sole owner of the said plot, and if it is not done, the plaintiff shall be bound to suffer an irreparable loss and injury. 
7. That the cause of action firstly arose in favour of the plaintiff on 08.11.2008, when Mst. Humera Bashir, the deceased wife of the plaintiff died, secondly when the defendant did not reply to the legal notice sent by the attorney of the plaintiff and finally on 08.05.2009 when the defendant flatly refused to accede the legal and genuine demand, which is still continues. 
8. That the parties to the suit are residing at Lahore, so this Honourable Court has got the jurisdiction to adjudicate upon the suit. 

9. That the value of suit for the purpose of court fee and jurisdiction is fixed at Rs. 2,000/-. 

P R A Y E R

In view of submissions made above it is respectfully prayed that a decree in favour of the plaintiff may kindly be passed by issuing a mandatory injunction upon the defendant to enter the name of the plaintiff as sole owner of the plot No. 326-K-2, Phase-I in Wapda Town Lahore, in the record of Wapda Employees Co-operative Housing Society Ltd. Wapda Town, Lahore. 
It is further prayed that the defendant may graciously be ordered to issue a document / certificate, showing the plaintiff as sole owner of the above said plot in the record of the Wapda Employees Co-operative Housing Society Ltd. Wapda Town, Lahore. 
Any other relief, which this Honourable Court deems fit and proper may also be granted in the best interest of justice and equity.
