Respectfully Sheweth:-

2. That plaintiffs were born at Lahore and their names have been written in Union Council…………, Lahore, and date of births of the plaintiffs are as under:

3. That the plaintiffs according to Government policy applied to the office of NADRA for the registration of their names in its record which after registration has issued to the plaintiffs. (Photocopy is attached). 
4. That after perusal of B-Form it has transpired that the dates of birth of the plaintiffs have been wrongly written against their actual dates of birth. The detail of which is as under:

5. That plaintiffs approached the officials of NADRA to rectify and correct the date of births of the plaintiffs according to their birth certificates duly issued by the concerned U.C. But they instead of rectifying and correcting the dates of birth of the plaintiffs has advised to get a declaratory decree from a competent court of law. (Photocopy of their advise is attached). 
6. That if the dates of birth are not rectified and corrected in the record of NADRA, according to birth certificates then the plaintiffs are bound to suffer an irreparable loss and injury. Hence this suit.

7. That cause of action arose in favour of the plaintiffs firstly when the NADRA issued B-Form with wrong entries of the dates of birth of plaintiffs and lastly when NADRA has refused to rectify and correct the date of births of the plaintiffs according to their birth certificates, and advised to get a declaratory decree. 
8. That the plaintiffs are residents of Lahore, cause of action has also arose at Lahore, so the civil court at Lahore has got jurisdiction to try and decide this suit. 

9. That the value of the suit for the purposes of jurisdiction is fixed Rs. 1,000/- over no court fee is required to be affixed. 

P R A Y E R

It is, therefore, respectfully prayed that a declaratory decree may kindly be passed in favour of the plaintiffs by declaring that dates of birth written in the birth certificates issued by the U.C. are correct and they are entitled the same to be rectified and corrected in the B-Form (e form). 
Any other relief which this Honourable Court deems fit may also be awarded to the plaintiffs.
