SUIT FOR DECLARATION 
WITH PERMANENT INJUNCTION

Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That plaintiff has been living in Karachi since 1996-97 for business purpose, when he planned to purchase the property / plot of land measuring 10-Marlas at Lahore. 
2. That because the plaintiff was busy in his business at Karachi, therefore, he requested his father and brother / defendant No. 1 to purchase plot for him. The plaintiff also sent them consideration amount for this purpose. 
3. That the defendants purchased the property i.e. land measuring 10-Marlas bearing Khewat No. 233, Khatouni No. 720, Khasra No. 44, Mouza Keer Khurd, Tehsil Cantt, District Lahore, through two sale deeds (i) bearing Document No. 866, Bahi No. 1, Jild No. 4948 dated 21.01.97 Sub-Registrar Lahore Cantt. and (ii) sale deed bearing Document No. 867, Bahi No. 1, Jild No. 4948 dated 21.01.97 sub registrar Cantt. which were registered in their names due to love and affection as Benamidar. 
4. That subsequently on the above said property measuring 10-Marlas a house was constructed by the plaintiff by spending a huge amount which he provided to the defendants. 
5. That later on plaintiff shifted in the said disputed property and is still in peaceful possession of the same and the deceased father and defendant No. 1 has always been accepting the ownership of the plaintiff
6. That father of plaintiff / defendants and husband of defendant No. (i) died in August 2008 due to which the defendants No. (i) to (vi) being his legal heirs are impleaded in the array of defendants, then the plaintiff asked the defendants to transfer the property in dispute in the name of plaintiff because they are mere benamidar but they lingered on the matter for one pretext and the other and later on a week back they flatly refused to do so. 

7. That now it came into the knowledge of the plaintiff that the defendants on the basis of said benami sale deed are trying to alienate the property in dispute illegally and unlawfully to someone else, hence this suit. 
8. That the cause of action accrued first time when the disputed property was purchased in 1997 as Benami transaction and lastly a week back when the defendants flatly refused to transfer the disputed property in the name of plaintiff and the cause of action is still continuing. 
9. That the parties are residents of Lahore, cause of action has also arisen at Lahore, suit property is also situated at Lahore, so the civil court at Lahore has got jurisdiction to try and adjudicate the matter. 

10. That the value of the suit for the purposes of court fee and jurisdiction is fixed as Rs. 500/- and no court fee is required to be affixed on the plaint. 

P R A Y E R

Under the above mentioned circumstances, it is, therefore, respectfully prayed that a declaratory decree to the effect may kindly be passed in favour of the plaintiff and against the defendants that the plaintiff is actual owner of the property mentioned above and the defendants may be declared as a Benami owners of the same. 

It is further prayed that a decree for permanent injunction may graciously be passed restraining the defendants from selling, alienating and transferring the property in dispute in any manner whatsoever to anybody else.  

Suit be decreed with cost. 

Any other relief which this Honourable Court may deems fit and proper may also be awarded in favour of the plaintiff.
