SUIT FOR DECLARATION, MANDATORY INJUNCTIONS ALONGWITH CONSEQUENTIAL RELIEF.
Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That the plaintiffs No. 2 to 5 are minors so the suit is being filed through their real father Muhammad Iqbal as their natural guardian who has no adverse interest to the interest of minors. 

2. That the plaintiff’s purchased on 17.09.2009 a commercial plot bearing plot No. 40, Block No. C, situated in PIA Employees Cooperative Housing Society Pvt. Limited, Lahore measuring 10-Marlas from Muhammad Rafique alias Bundu in consideration of Rs. 50,00,000/- (Fifty Lacs) through registered sale deed No. 9593, Bahi No. 1, Jild No. 21/2, dated 10.11.2009 registered in the office of Sub Registrar Allama Iqbal Town, Lahore. Copy of sale deed is attached herewith for kind perusal of this Honourable Court. 

3. That said Muhammad Rafique alias Bundu died on 22.12.2012 due to which the above mentioned plot / property could not be transferred in the names of plaintiffs in the record of defendant No. 2. Copy of death certificate is attached herewith for kind perusal of this Honourable Court. 
4. That the plaintiffs many a times requested the defendant No. 2 to incorporate the names of plaintiffs in their records as owners of the above said plot / property by transferring the said plot / property in their names. But the defendant No. 2 firstly lingered on the matter in one or other pretext and 2 days ago flatly refused to accept the genuine request of the plaintiffs and advised to get the declaratory decree from the competent court of law. Hence this suit. 

5. That the cause of action firstly arose in favour of the plaintiffs on 17.09.2009 when the plaintiffs purchased the plot / property from Muhammad Rafique alias Bundu, secondly on 22.12.2012 when the said Muhammad Rafique alias Bundu died and lastly 2 days ago when defendant No. 2 refused to accept the genuine request of the plaintiffs which is still in continue. 
6. That plaintiffs are resident of Lahore, plot / property is also situated in Lahore, principle office of defendant No. 2 is also situated at Lahore, so the civil court Lahore has got the jurisdiction to adjudicate and decide the matter. 

7. That value of the suit for the purposes jurisdiction and court fees is fixed as Rs. 2,000/- which is exempted from the levy of court fee. 

P R A Y E R 

Under above said circumstances it is most respectfully prayed that suit of the plaintiffs may kindly be decreed in favour of the plaintiffs and against the defendants in following manners: 
(a) 
A declaratory decree may kindly be passed in favour of the plaintiffs against the defendants declaring that plaintiffs are the only sole owners of plot No. 40, Block-C, measuring 10-Marlas situated in PIA Employees Cooperative Housing Society Pvt. Limited, Lahore and they are entitled to get it transferred in their names in the record of defendant No. 2. 

(b) 
A decree for mandatory injunctions may kindly be passed in favour of the plaintiffs directing defendant No. 2 to incorporate the names of the plaintiffs as owners of plot No. 40, Block-C, measuring 10-Marlas by transferring it in the names of the plaintiffs in their office and records. 
(c) 
Consequential relief may also be awarded to the plaintiffs. 

Any other relief which this Honourable Court deems fit and proper may also be awarded. Suit be deemed with costs.
