SUIT FOR DECLARATION

Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That Ghulam Mustafa deceased, husband of plaintiff and father of defendants No. 2 to 4 died on 17.09.2011 leaving behind plaintiff and defendants No. 2 to 4 as the only legal heirs. 
2. That the deceased left the following properties: 

(i) House bearing No. E-7, constructed on land measuring 15-Marlas 180-Sqft, comprising of Khasra No. 2240 situated at Street No. 2, Sadaat Town, Bedian Road, Mouza Lidher, Tehsil Cantt, District Lahore, through sale deed Dastaviz No. 9966, Bahi No. 1, Jild No. 5676 dated 24.09.1999 Sub-Registrar Lahore Cantt. 
(ii) A car No. LRB 4060 maker Suzuki Mehran. 
3. That the plaintiff and defendants No. 2 to 4 being legal heirs of deceased Ghulam Mustafa are entitled to inherit his estates according to their shares provided by Quran and Sunna. 
4. That plaintiff many a times have requested the defendants to get transfer the above said properties in the names of plaintiffs and defendants No. 2 to 4 according to their shares in the concerned departments lastly a week ago have flatly refused to accept the genuine requests of the plaintiff. Hence this suit. 
5. That the plaintiff and defendants No. 2 to 4 being legal heirs are entitled to inherit and transfer the properties in their names according their shares but as the defendants No. 2 to 4 have refused so it is in the interest of justice that declaratory decree be passed. 
6. That cause of action arose in favour of the plaintiff and against the defendants firstly on 17.09.2011 when Ghulam Mustafa was died, secondly when the plaintiff requested the defendants and lastly a week ago when the defendants refused to accept the genuine requests of the plaintiff and same is continue one. 
7. That the parties are residents of Lahore, properties in dispute are situated in Lahore, cause of action also arose at Lahore, so the civil court at Lahore has the jurisdiction to try and decide the suit. 
8. That the value of the suit for the purpose of jurisdiction and court fee is fixed as Rs. 1,000/- which is exempted from the court fee.
