SUIT FOR DECLARATION WITH CONSEQUENTIAL RELIEF AND PERMANENT INJUNCTION. 
Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That the names and addresses of the parties are correct to the best information of the plaintiff for the service of the respondents. 

2. That the brief facts for the filing of instant suit are that plaintiff is the Member of PHEDE society bearing Membership No.2252 and was contesting candidate for the post of General Secretary and defendant No. 7 was also contesting the election for the same post and his nomination papers were rejected by the Defendant No. 2 vide order dated 24.11.2018 on the ground that his proposal defendant No.8 has been disqualified to participate in the business and defendant No.8 is his proposal and as such on this legal ground the nomination papers of defendant No. 7 were rejected an appeal preferred by defendant No.7 before defendant No. 1 who was pleased to dismiss the appeal of the defendant NO. 8 alongwith others vide order dated 30.11.2018 but on the same date the defendant No. 1 was pleased to recall his order to the extent of defendant No.7 and allowed him to participate in the election and reason assigned by the defendant No. 1 along the defendant No. 7 to participate in the election is against the facts and record because the nomination papers of the defendant No.7 were not rejected on the ground that he was the member of the ex-management committee, his nomination papers were rejected on the ground that the proposal is not eligible to participate in the election as a candidate and due to his disqualification it was hold by the respondent No. 2 that disqualified person could not become a proposal of any candidate and on this score alone the nomination papers of respondent No.7 were rejected. In the result of this rejection order the final list of the contesting candidates were officially issued by the defendant No. 2 which is attached herewith and the name of the defendant No.7 is not in the final list and the plaintiff was only one candidate for the post of General Secretary and thus he won the election being unopposed but with malafide intention and ulterior motives the defendant No.7 with the connivance of other defendants succeed to get the favourable order in revision petition by concealing the material facts, it was not brought into the notice of defendant No. 1 by defendant NO. 7 and other office bearers that nomination papers of defendant No.7 have been rejected on the ground that his purposal is not qualified to sign the paper of any candidate as purposal. 
3. That the order dated 30.11.2018 passed by the defendant No. 1 in revision petition is against the facts and law, thus is not sustainable in the eye of law. 
4. That the nomination papers of the defendant No. 7 were rejected by the defendant No. 2 on the ground mentioned above and while passing order dated 30.11.2018 by the defendant No. 1 he has not discussed the actual facts in  his order and has narrate another story for recalling his order which is not correct one. 
5. That the powers of defendant No. 4 was seized by the defendant No. 2 vide order dated ______ and a new care taker action committee was constituted by the respondent No. 2 vide order dated _______ but inspite of that fact the defendant No. 4 and others election committee consisting on defendants No. 5 & 6 which is illegal one and whole of election was conducted by the election committee which is illegal and the new committee was constituted comprising on Mr. Jalil Ahmad Qureshi Circle Registrar Cooperative Society, defendant No. 3, Syed Muzammil Hussain and Mr. Hussain Haider Inspector and the present elections were hold under the supervision of respondents No. 5 & 6 which have no lawful authority to hold the election and the order of the constitution of new election care taker committee is still in field and that was not set aside by any higher forum. 
6. That due to illegal, unlawful act of the defendant No. 1 and others the plaintiff has suffered irreparable loss and injury and there act deprived the plaintiff from his valuable rights. 
7. That the cause of action accrued in favour of plaintiff and against the defendants firstly ______

8. That the parties are residing at Lahore, cause of action accrued at Lahore so the learned court has jurisdiction to adjudicate upon the matter. 

9. That the value of the suit for the purposes of court fee and jurisdiction is fixed Rs. 200/- which is exempted from the levy of court fee. 

It is, therefore, most respectfully prayed that a declaratory decree in favour of plaintiff and against the defendants may kindly be passed to the extent that:

(a) order dated 30.11.2018 passed in revision petition by the defendant No. 1 against the facts and record and is not sustainable in the eye of law. 

(b) That the defendant No.7 was not eligible to participate in the election due to his purposal who has been disqualified on the charge of corruption and malpractice etc. and purposal was disallowed to participate in the election and thus the acceptance of nomination papers of the defendant No. 7 are illegal and unlawful.
