SUIT FOR DEMARCATION AND MANDATORY INJUNCTION

Respectfully Sheweth:-

1. That the plaintiff is owner of a plot 70/L, Block L, measuring land 1-Kanal over Khasra No. 1801, situated in Mouza Shahdara, Qasir Town, Lahore, through sale deed No. 18412, Bahi No. 1, Jild No. 7963 dated 12.09.1979 which has been mutated in his favour through mutation No. 9608 dated 07.11.1979 and the “Tatima” of the above said plot has also been prepared by the concerned revenue officers. Copies of sale deed and Tatima are attached. 

2. That the above said plot of the plaintiff is lying as vacant land and prior to its construction the plaintiff intended the plot duly demarcated with the intention to avoid complications, so the plaintiff applied to defendant No. 2 to prepare a demarcation report over which officials of the defendants inspite of repeated requests and demands did not took any notice and tolerated on one or the other pretext, ultimately have advised the plaintiff to get a declaratory decree, hence this suit. (Copy of application alongwith orders over it is attached). 

3. That the plaintiff has requested many a times to the defendant to get it demarcated but they have tolerated without any rhyme and reason whereas the defendant are duty bound to prepare a demarcation report of the plot in dispute. 

4. That cause of action arose in favour of plaintiff and against the defendant firstly on 12.09.1979 when the plaintiff purchased the plot, secondly when it was applied for demarcation and lastly two weeks ago when the defendant refused to demarcate the plot and advised to get a decree from the court. 

5. That plaintiff is permanent resident of Lahore, plot is also situated at Lahore, offices of the defendants are also situated at Lahore, so this court has the power to adjudicate and decide the matter. 

6. That the value of the suit for the purposes of jurisdiction is fixed Rs. 1,000/- over no court fee is required to be affixed. 

P R A Y E R

Under these above said circumstances it is most respectfully prayed that a decree may kindly be passed directing the defendant to demarcate the plot of the plaintiff according to the sale deed. 

Any other relief which this Honourable Court deems fit may also be awarded to the plaintiffs. Suit be decreed with costs.
