Respectfully Sheweth:-

1. That the plaintiff is an owner of a house bearing No. 592, Block No. 1, Sector D/II, Green Town, Tehsil Cantt, District Lahore, which was purchased by the plaintiff from Abdul Ghaffar Son of Manzoor Ahmad through sale deed bearing Document No. 5110, Bahi No. 1, Jild No. 840 registered dated 01.04.2005 and since its purchase the plaintiff is in possession in it as an owner. 

2. That prior to purchase of the above said house the previous owner had got electricity connection under reference No. 16112122276111-U. (Copy of bill is attached). 

3. That the plaintiff since its purchase has always been regularly making payment of bill to the defendants and plaintiff has never committed any default in the payments of bill. 
4. That two days back some officials of defendants came at the house of the plaintiff and claimed some amounts from the plaintiff in an illegal manner which the plaintiff refused to pay upon which the said officials threatened to disconnect the connection of the plaintiff illegally and forcibly who were restrained by the respectable of the locality, inspite of it at the time of leaving the premises they threatened that they will again come with full force and would disconnect the connections of the plaintiff illegally and forcibly. 
5. That the plaintiff many a times has requested the defendants to refrain from their illeal acts and designs but they have took no notice of repeated requests of the plaintiff and yesterday they have flatly refused to accept the genuine request of the plaintiff. 

6. That electricity is an assence of life and if the defendants are succeeded in their illegal acts and designs then the plaintiff is bound to suffer an irreparable loss and injury hence this suit.

That the cause of action arose in favour of the plaintiff and against the defendants firstly two days back when the defendant intended to disconnect the connection illegally and forcibly and lastly yesterday when they refusd to accept the genuine request of the plaintiff and the same is still continuing. 

8. That plaintiff is resident of Lahore, defendants have their principle office at Lahore, cause of action has also arisen at Lahore, suit property is also situated at Lahore, so the civil court at Lahore has got jurisdiction to try and adjudicate the matter.
