SUIT FOR SPECIFIC PERFORMANCE OF AGREEMENT TO SELL DATED 27.05.2003 WITH POSSESSION ALONGWITH PERMANENT INJUNCTION. 
* * * * * * * 

Respectfully Sheweth:-

1. That plaintiff purchased house No. 52-C, constructed on land measuring 2-Kanals, situated at Phase-I, Defence Housing Authority, Lahore Cantt, on 27.05.2003 from Pir Muhammad Qureshi in consideration of price Rs. 60,00,000/- (Rupees Sixty Lacs only) through an agreement to sell dated 27.05.2003 and at the time of agreement to sell Rs. 55,00,000/- (Rupees Fifty Five Lacs only) were paid to him and the rest sale price of Rs. 500,000/- was agreed to be paid at the time of execution of sale deed /  transfer in the name of the plaintiff. (Photocopies Allotment Letter in the name of Pir Muhammad Qureshi and agreement to sell in favour of plaintiff are attached with the plaint.) 
It is pertinent to mention here that after two weeks from the execution of agreement to sell, the said Pir Muhammad approached the plaintiff and requested him to pay the balance consideration of Rs. 500,000/- as he is in dire need of money, so the plaintiff in presence of witnesses paid balance consideration of Rs. 500,000/- to the said Pir Muhammad and he agreed to execute sale deed / transfer the suit property as and when plaintiff required. 
2. That subsequent to agreement to sell Pir Muhammad Qureshi who was brother in law of the plaintiff died on 27.07.2004 leaving behind him defendant No. 1 as widow, defendant No. 2 daughter and defendants No. 3 & 4 his brothers as legal heirs who are bound to fulfill the conditions of agreement to sell and get register sale deed / transfer the house in dispute in the name of plaintiff. 
3. That the plaintiff time and again requested the defendants that being owners as legal heirs of deceased Pir Muhammad Qureshi should execute sale deed / transfer the property in the name of the plaintiff but they always tolerated the requests of the plaintiff on one or the other pretext. However, few months ago the defendants No. 1 & 2 have acknowledged in writing the execution of agreement to sell in favour of the plaintiff and also promised to execute the sale deed in the light of agreement to sell made by deceased and a week ago on the instigation and pressure of other legal heirs of deceased i.e. defendants No. 3 & 4 collectively have refused to accept the genuine requests of the plaintiff, hence this suit. 
4. That it has transpired to the plaintiff that defendants neglecting the plaintiff are going to sell, transfer the property in dispute on higher price to somebody else and if they are not restrained by issuing stay order then the plaintiff is bound to suffer an irreparable loss and injury so it is in the interest of justice that stay order be passed. 
5. That cause of action arose in favour of the plaintiff and against the defendants firstly on 27.05.2003 when their predecessor sold the property in favour of the plaintiff, secondly when he died and the property devolved in the legal ownership of defendants, thirdly when the defendants No. 1 & 2 acknowledged in writing for the execution of sale deed and lastly a week ago on joining hands with each other all the defendants refused to accept the request of the plaintiff and the same is continuing. 
6. That the cause of action has arisen at Lahore, suit property is also situated at Lahore, defendants are also residents of Lahore, so the civil court at Lahore has got jurisdiction to try and adjudicate the matter. 

7. That value of the suit for the purpose of jurisdiction is fixed Rs. 60,00,000/- over which court fee of Rs. 15,000/- is required to be affixed on the plaint but due to non-availability of court fee suit is filed without affixing the same, however, as and when it is supplied the same would be affixed on the plaint. 
P R A Y E R

It is, therefore, most respectfully prayed that a decree for specific performance of agreement to sell dated 27.05.2003 of property House No. 52-C, measuring 2-Kanals, situated at Phase-I, Defence Housing Authority, Lahore Cantt, may kindly be passed in favour of the plaintiff and against the defendants directing them to execute sale deed being owners as legal heirs of deceased Pir Muhammad Qureshi in favour of plaintiff and handover its possession to the plaintiff and by issuing decree for permanent injunction the defendants may kindly be restrained to sell, transfer or alienate the same to anybody else except the plaintiff forever. 
Any other relief which this Honourable Court deems fit may also be awarded to the plaintiff. So suit be decreed with costs.
