SUIT UNDER SECTION 9 OF THE FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS ORDINANCE, 2001, DECLARATION, RENDITION OF ACCOUNT AND PERMANENT INJUNCTION. 

Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That the plaintiff belong a respectable family. He earned good name and excellent repute in the social and business circles by dint of his hard work, honesty and fairness. 

2. That the defendant is the financial institutions within the meaning and scope of the Financial Institutions (Recovery of Finances) Ordinance 2001, running his branch office at the address mentioned above. 

3. That a representative of the defendant approached the plaintiff and persuaded him to avail auto car finance facility by making glittering offers and incentives. Therefore, the defendant No. 1 leased out the motor vehicle Mitsubishi / Mini Pajero, colour Silver, bearing registration No. LEA-06-5045, Chassis No. H56A5228698, Engine No. 4A30271289, to the plaintiff on 20.10.2006 for four years monthly installments and Rs. 11,220/- was fixed as monthly installment. 
4. That the total value of the vehicle in question was Rs. 5,27,340/- and at the time of leasing of the vehicle the plaintiff paid 25% i.e. Rs. 1,25,000/- in cash to the defendant and issued 47 blank cheques bearing No. 1675651 to 1675697 of his Account No. 01000160, Prime Bank Ltd. 
5. That after leasing out the vehicle, the plaintiff paid the monthly installments regularly and occasionally the plaintiff paid the monthly installment in cash and demanded his cheque back from the defendants but the defendants linger on the matter with promises. 
6. That the plaintiff out of 47 installments paid 37 installments to the defendants. Now the defendants No. 2 & 3 demanding illegal gratification from the plaintiff without any legal justification and on the refusal of the plaintiff they extended threats that they after dishonouring the cheque lodge the criminal case against the plaintiff and also extended threats for the snatching of the vehicle. 
7. That the plaintiff approached the defendants and requested them to give him the statement of account and the plaintiff is ready to pay the whole amount in lumsum and also demanding his blank cheques and NOC regarding vehicle but the defendants flatly refused to accept the lawful and genuine request of the plaintiff and demanding illegal gratification with the threats of misuse of blank cheques. 
8. That the cause of action in favour of the plaintiff and against the defendant firstly accrued when the defendants No. 2 & 3 demanding illegal gratification and extended threats of lodging criminal case against the plaintiff and snatching the vehicle in question and the cause of action is still continuing. 
9. That the plaintiff resides and defendants have branch office within the jurisdiction of this Honourable Court, the cause of action also arose within the jurisdiction of this court, this court has an exclusive jurisdiction to adjudicate upon the matter. 

10. That the suit is valued for the purpose of court fee and jurisdiction at a sum of Rs. 5,000/- and appropriate court fee has been affixed. 

P R A Y E R 


It is, therefore, respectfully prayed that a decree for declaration with rendition of account may kindly be passed in favour of the plaintiff and against the defendants thereby declaring the act of the defendants to lodge criminal case against the plaintiff on the basis of blank cheque is illegal, unlawful, unjustified, misrepresentation and without jurisdiction. The defendants be directed to produce the statement of account before this Honourable Court and the plaintiff is ready to pay the total balance amount in lumsum and after receiving the amount the defendants be directed to issue NOC in favour of plaintiff. 
It is further prayed that a decree of permanent injunction may kindly be passed in favour of the plaintiff against the defendants by restraining the defendants not to snatch the said vehicle Mitsubishi / Mini Pajero, colour Silver, bearing registration No. LEA-06-5045, Chassis No. H56A5228698, Engine No. 4A30271289, in any manner whatsoever. 
Costs and all other expenditures incidental thereto of the suit may also be granted to the plaintiff.
