Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That the defendant is the financial institutions within the meaning and scope of the Financial Institutions (Recovery of Finances) Ordinance 2001, running his branch office at the address mentioned above. 

2. That a representative of the defendant approached the plaintiff and persuaded him to avail auto car finance facility by making glittering offers and incentives. Therefore, the defendant bank leased out the motor vehicle Toyota GLi, colour Gun Metallic, Model 2009 bearing registration No. LED-09-3138, Chassis No. NZE1402027035, Engine No. X967546, to the plaintiff in the year of 2009 bearing Application No. 1600900035 on five years monthly installments. 

3. That after the lease of the vehicle the plaintiff paying monthly installments regularly without any default but later on the plaintiff due to business crises in the country failed to deposit two installments to the defendant Bank. One of the close relative of the plaintiff took the car on pretext of his personal use for a week and afterwards inspite of best efforts by the plaintiff the said person took different pretext for returning of the car and on the personal request of the plaintiff the car was taking into the custody by the defendant because the car remained in possession of said person for about two months, so that the plaintiff could not deposit the installments of two months and when the car was taken into the custody by the defendant, plaintiff requested the defendant to inform about the total outstanding balance of the said loan, so that he should deposit the same and should get NOC from the Bank but the defendants are not ready to accede the lawful and genuine request of the plaintiff. 
4. That the plaintiff requested the defendant to gave the statement of account but the defendant bank has not ready to deliver the copy of statement of account and threatened the plaintiff to deposit a huge amount without any rhyme or reason.
5. That the plaintiff apprehends that the defendant will put the car in auction without any cogent reason, whereas the plaintiff never refused to pay the remaining amount and same was requested by the plaintiff to the defendant. 
6. That the cause of action in favour of the plaintiff and against the defendant firstly accrued when the officials of the defendant bank took the car in question into possession and lastly when the defendant bank flatly refused to listen the genuine and lawful request of the plaintiff and failed to provide the statement of account and threatened to auction the said vehicle and the same is still continuing. 

7. That the defendant bank his branch office within the jurisdiction of this Honourable Court, the cause of action also arose within the jurisdiction of this court, this court has an exclusive jurisdiction to adjudicate upon the matter. 

8. That the suit is valued for the purpose of court fee and jurisdiction at a sum of Rs. 5,000/- and appropriate court fee has been affixed.

It is, therefore, respectfully prayed that the defendant may kindly be ordered to handover the possession of the vehicle Toyota GLi, colour Gun Metallic, Model 2009 bearing registration No. LED-09-3138, Chassis No. NZE1402027035, Engine No. X967546, to the plaintiff, however the plaintiff has already paid the huge amount to the bank and also ready to pay the remaining actual amount to the defendant bank in two equal installments. 

It is further prayed that a decree of permanent injunction may kindly be passed in favour of the plaintiff against the defendant bank by restraining the defendant bank not to auction the said vehicle Toyota GLi, colour Gun Metallic, Model 2009 bearing registration No. LED-09-3138, Chassis No. NZE1402027035, Engine No. X967546, in any manner whatsoever and to produce the true copy of statement of account in the court and rendition of account. 
Costs and all other expenditures incidental thereto of the suit may also be granted to the plaintiff. 

Any other relief deemed appropriate by this Honourable Court may also be granted to the plaintiff.
