WRIT PETITION UNDER ARTICLE 199 OF THE CONSTITUTION OF ISLAMIC REPUBLIC OF PAKISTAN 1973 FOR DECLARING LETTERS DATED 15.09.2018 ISSUED BY RESPONDENT NO.3 IS ILLEGAL, UNLAWFUL AND IN PURSUANCE OF LETTER DATED 18.09.2018 ISSUED BY RESPONDENT NO.2 IS ALSO ILLEGAL AND UNLAWFUL. 
Respectfully Sheweth:- 

1. That the names and addresses of the parties are correct to the best information of the petitioner for the service of the respondents. 

2. That the brief facts for the filing of instant writ petition are that petitioner is the Member of PHEDE society bearing Membership No.2252 and is candidate for the post of President and petitioner approached the respondents No.1 & 2 through application complaining therein about the illegal constitution of election committee and requested therein to dissolve the said committee and to constitute a new honest and impartial committee for the general elections or to restore the committee constituted by the predecessor of respondent No.2 vide letter dated 20.08.2018 but the request of the petitioner was given no weight by the respondents No. 1 & 2. Copy of application is attached herewith as Annexure “A”.
3. That respondent No.3 as a Finance Secretary of the Managing Committee of the Public Health Engineering Cooperative Society and predecessor of respondent No. 2 issued a so-called notice to the respondent No. 3 and other members of the Managing Committee where the respondent No.3 and other ex-members of the Managing Committee put their appearance and submitted their written statement and respondent No. 2 was pleased to hear the parties in person and then decided the matter by dissolving the ex-managing committee consisting on Mr. Sarfraz Ahmad Advocate, Malik Naveed Ghafoor Advocate, Mr. Mushtaq Ahmad Satthi (respondent No.3), M/s Khalid Mahmood, Mian Khalid Mehmood, Tariq Zaheer, Hummayon Khalid and Ch. Muhammad Qayyum members Managing Committee and was pleased to dissolve this committee vide order dated 20.08.2018 and constituted a fresh committee consisting upon respondents No. 6 to 8 while constituting the fresh committee the respondent No. 2 was pleased also to settle the TORs of the new committee and in TORs class-iv is as under: 
“iv. The CTC will make arrangements to hold election of the Managing Committee of the society as per byelaws and election rules of the society during this stipulated period.” 

The committee was constituted for the period of 90 days, detailed order of respondent No. 2 is attached herewith as Annexure “B”. 
4. That after the dissolution of Managing Committee vide order dated 20.08.2018 the ex-managing committee has no power to issue or constitute any committee for the coming election but the respondent No.3 deliberately and willfully with malafide intention and ulterior motives having no authority issued a so-called letter on 15.09.2018 in the name of the respondent No.2 appointing respondents No. 4 & 5 as the member of the election committee and the respondent No.2 was pleased to accept the request of the respondent No.3. It is pertinent to mention here that after the dissolution of Managing Committee by the predecessor / respondent No.2 the members of the ex-Managing Committee seized their powers and have no right whatsoever to appoint or nominate the respondents No. 4 & 5 as members of the election committee. In fact the respondent No.3 is himself contesting the election and have nominated the respondents No. 4 & 5 just to get favourable result in the election. It is pertinent to mention here that the respondent No. 3 deliberately and willfully concealed the order / letter dated 20.08.2018 from the respondent No.2 and by mal and corrupt practice succeed to get favourable order from the respondent No.2 by accepting letter dated 15.09.2018. In fact while the predecessor of respondent No. 2 dissolve the Managing Committee consisting of respondent No. 3 and others nominate the new committee for election consisting of respondents No. 6 to 8 and in the presence of this letter the respondent No.3 was not authorized to sent the name of any person for the arrangement of elections. Copies of letters dated 15.09.2018 & 18.09.2018 are placed herewith as Annexures “C” & “D”.
5. That the letter dated 15.09.2018 was issued by the respondent No.3 when he has no powers to issue such letter by appointing the respondents No.4 & 5 as members of the committee in the light of the directions issued by the respondent No.2 dated 20.08.2018 and the Managing Committee was dissolved by the predecessor of the respondent No.2 and this fact was not brought into his notice by the office bearers of the respondent No.2’s office as well as respondent No.3 and succeed to get approval of the committee vide order dated 18.09.2018. These both letters are illegal, unlawful, without any lawful authority and thus are not sustainable in the eye of law and are liable to be declared illegal, unlawful for the reason that respondent No.3 was not competent to appoint election committee and to send the names of respondents No. 4 & 5 to respondent No.2. 
6. That the election under the supervision of illegal and unlawful election committee are itself illegal and unlawful because the constitution of committee consisting of respondents No. 4 & 5 in the light of order dated 20.08.2018 is itself is illegal and unlawful. 

7. That the petitioner having no other alternate and efficacious remedy to redress his grievance but to invoke the constitutional jurisdiction of this Honourable Court.

It is, therefore, humbly prayed that this writ petition may kindly be accepted and the letters dated 15.09.2018 issued by respondent No.3 be declared as illegal, unlawful and in pursuance of this letter, letter dated 18.09.2018 issued by respondent No.2 is also illegal and unlawful.

It is further prayed that election committee constituted by letter dated 20.08.2018 be directed to perform their duties in the light of the contents of letter and to hold the inquiry. That elections under the supervision of so-called committee constituted by respondent No.3 are illegal and unlawful and respondent No. 2 may kindly be directed to hold the election under the supervision of election committee constituted by him vide letter  dated 20.08.2018 or constituted a new one and till then the respondent No. 2 be directed not to conduct the election. 
Any other relief which this Honourable Court deems fit may also be awarded.
